Can you list 3 things that owls eat? Rodents (mice, voles, shrews, rats, moles), rabbits, 

squirrels, bats, birds, insects (worms, moths, grasshoppers, crickets, beetles), fish, snakes, 

lizards. 

What is a pellet? Undigested remains of food, mostly fur and bones 

What do owls use to catch their prey? Strong talons (4 claws, Zygodactyl meaning 2 front 

facing and 2 backwards facing), excellent eyesight and hearing
